


 CSC Spring Fling Minutes 03/14/2026
Lakewood, CO

The meeting was called to order by Lori Anderson-Havelick at 10:00 am with 32 members present and one member attending via Zoom. 
Chaplain Margaret Ames shared an opening thought for the day.
Lori Anderson – Havelick, President:
· The Friday night Bunco Mixer was a great success, with 24 members in attendance and $505 raised for Hope for Heroes, including a donation of $25 from Zeta Tau, Colorado Springs. After prizes were paid out, a total of $385 was made for postage on the 12 boxes filled by members for Project Operation Gratitude.
· Thanks were given to Kappa Iota for hosting the meeting.
· Officers were introduced and members welcomed
· Denver Dream Home and Colorado Springs Dream Home volunteers were recognized.

Nancy Cameron, President Elect:
· Membership Report: Colorado State membership is currently 254 members with 14 demits, 15 pledges, 12 transfers In, 16 transfers Out and 7 reinstatements.
· Help Needed: There are currently no candidates for any elected office, other than Parliamentarian, however committee chairs are all filled.


Mary Humphrey for Rita Martin, Parliamentarian:
· Standing Rule Change – Presently reads: “The treasurer will pay the annual fees for the internet and the Zoom accounts”. Requested change: “The treasurer will pay the annual fees for the website and the Zoom accounts”. Lori called for a vote by a show of hands and a majority of members agreed to this “housekeeping” change.
· Proposed bylaw changes are posted on the CSC website and in the Golden Lamp and will be voted on at state convention.  

· 1st Change: Under Membership: Article III   section 3 Reads: Members who participate as individual members are considered Members-at-large (MAL).  They shall have all the privileges of membership except that of holding office and voting. Proposed to read: Members who participate as individual members are considered Members-at-large (MAL).  A Member-at-large remains active by paying their individual member dues even though they are not affiliated with a specific Chapter.  They are eligible to attend state meetings and may attend Chapter meetings upon the invitation of a Chapter.  They shall have all the privileges of membership except that of holding office and voting. Reason for change: To clarify the description of Member-at-large (MAL).

2nd Change: ARTICLE VIII - DUTIES OF ELECTED OFFICERS Section 4, Treasurer/Disaster Fund Chair H.  Perform duties of Disaster Fund Chair 1. Inform the membership of the purpose of the Disaster Fund. 2. Encourage donations to the Disaster Fund. Reason for change: Need to add as there were no duties listed, all the duties were listed in the guidelines.

Lisa Weeks, Secretary: 
· Thanks to Susan Bloss for taking notes and doing the minutes for Fall Fest. Minutes from Fall Fest were read and approved by the Minutes Review Committee and are posted on the website.  There was no correspondence to report.

Susan Winton, Treasurer/Disaster Fund Report: 
· Balance was $8947.11 in September. Current balance is $9093.29 There are two chapters that still need to pay dues, and one chapter still owes $10. 
· Disaster Fund – Collected $57 from the basket drawing at Fall Fest and received another donation of $50 to submit.

Susan Bloss, Past President/Awards Chairman:
· IC Awards forms are updated, and information packets were given to the state awards chairs.  Colorado awards forms have not changed and are due 4/1. Form links are on our website where our Colorado forms are posted.
· Convention bid for 2027 by made by Susan Winton, Alpha Phi, Golden, to take place in Grand Junction on the weekend after Mother’s Day, May 14-16.  Tickets for the train need to be purchased early. Kevin Richards, Zeta Tau, Colorado Springs, will be assisting her. 
Pam McGee for Rita Martin, Lamplighter Report: 
· Lamplighters met on 03/06 with 14 in attendance (2 on Zoom).  Cards were signed for those not in attendance, they decided who will be carrying flags at convention, chose judges for awards, selected advisors for the incoming board and planned Lori’s installation into Lamplighters.
 Leslie Stevens, RMRC Report:  
· New Mexico is hosting RMRC Roundup in Raton, New Mexico August 28-30.  Limited to 30 people, bedding is provided but bring towels and toiletries. Cost is $125 before 08/7, $130 after that.  Cost includes 5 meals and 2 nights of lodging. Registration form is on the CSC website. 
Mary Humphrey – Presentation on the new ESA Service Reporting System. 
· Several email reminders have been sent to all members from the ESAMC staff team regarding the rollout of the new system. If you’re not receiving the emails, update your profile on the EpsilonSigmaAlpha.org website and add your email address and add the ESAMC Staff Team email address to your contact list.
· The week of 2/23/26 chapter presidents were asked to identify the Chapter Service Reporter, likely the philanthropic chair or if not appointed, then chapter president is responsible. 
· The system is an electronic format for submitting hours, miles and donated goods. Submit reports monthly by chapter and/or for each member individually. Chapters need to decide of one person should input for the group or if each member should input the information individually.  Be sure to click the PREVIEW BUTTON before submitting the form. It is important to submit member Partners in Hope donations monthly also.
· EpsilonSigmaAlpha.org has videos and more information on how to report projects and use the system.  Deanna Sloat noted the videos are also on YouTube.
· Mary created an ESA Service Reporting Resources document which is attached.
· Colorado Springs Dream Home and Denver Dream Home reporting needs to be submitted by each participating chapter and specify which Dream Home you supported. 
· Chapters send hard copy CSC reports to the chairs this year. All reports are due by 04/01, mileage rate is .70/mile.
· Will need to update CSC Guidelines due to these changes.  
· By May 31, all service reporting needs to be input into system for 2025-2026 (Last time reported - May 31). Note this is different than dates required for state reporting. 
·  Pam suggested reporting our bigger projects for this year and not worry about getting everything reported at this point.

1. Who Should Report
1. Chapters: Each chapter is encouraged to appoint a Chapter Service Reporter (probably your Philanthropic Chair) to submit group activities or on other members behalf at least monthly.
0. If a Service Reporter was not designated, Chapter Presidents take on the responsibility.
1. Individual Members: Decide in your chapter if you want members to submit their own contributions.
1. If members do their own submission, they should also notify the chapter service reporter. We don’t want duplicate reporting.
1. When to Report
2. Submit activities at least monthly so your efforts can be recognized throughout the year
2. New forms of recognition by ESAMC will include:
2. Monthly: Social media spotlights and ESA Newsletter features
2. Quarterly: Impact reports shared with the public
2. Biannually: Celebration at conferences and events
2. All service for the 2025–2026 ESA year (June 1–May 31) must be submitted by May 31, 2026

3. Log into the ESA Member Center
3. Go to My Account
3. Go to the “Service Reporting” tab under your individual profile (If you are not in your individual profile, click on the person icon in the top right corner and select your individual profile)
3. Click “Submit a Service Project”
3. Fill out as much information as you can. Required fields will be marked
3. Review your submission then click submit!
3. A form must be completed for each project
